To turn the system on/off:

e To turn on: tap the touch panel screen to start the system. The projectors will turn on
automatically.

e To turn off: tap Exit System at the top right corner, then tap your confirmation to exit.
countdown, the projector will display the input that is selected.

To use microphones:

e Three microphones are available for your use in this room. Two are located in a charging base

on the podium, a handheld microphone, as well as a lapel microphone. There is also a podium
microphone on the desk. Note: the handheld mic and lapel mic cannot be used at the same
time.
